to celebrate Jesus’ resurrection
from the dead—and to remind
children that Easter morning is
about more than baskets of can-
dy. Play praise music while you
enjoy a special breakfast. Then
wave streamers, make confetti,
and play homemade musical in-
struments.

3. Special Message—Hide hol-
low chocolate eggs, rather than
plastic or real eggs. Tell children
to hunt for the eggs, which con-
tain a special message. As kids
discover their eggs are hollow,
talk about Jesus’ empty tomb on
Easter morning. Then have them
share what the resurrection
means to them.

FAMILY EXPERIENCE

Celebrate the good news of Easter with these activities:

Sheep Muffins—You'll need pre- o,
cooked chocolate muffins, vanilla

icing, shredded coconut, Fruit Roll-

Ups, scissors, plastic knives, and én
paper plates. Peel the papers off the
muffins. Have family members each
place their muffin upside down on a
paper plate and ice the muffin, leav-

ing the sheep's "face" on the side “

and the bottom plain. Sprinkle a lay-

er of shredded coconut over the ic-

ing for wool. Remove the Fruit Roll-Ups from the cellophane and cut two
quarter-inch-tall ears. Stick the ears into the icing on the sides of the
sheep’s head. Tightly roll the Roll-Ups and cut into four equal sections for
legs. Read aloud John 10:11. Say: “Jesus, the good shepherd, gave up
his life for us, his sheep. But the good news is that he rose from the dead
on Easter morning!” Enjoy your snack together.

Rock-Solid Reminders—Set out some rocks and markers. Have each
family member choose a rock and write the word “alive” on it. (Help
younger children.) Read aloud Mark 16:1-6. Say: “After Jesus died on the
cross and was buried, a large rock sealed his tomb. But on Easter, the
rock was rolled away, and the tomb was empty!” Decide on a place to
keep your rocks to remind you about what happened on Easter. Close in
prayer, thanking God for being our reliable, solid rock—and for raising
Jesus from the dead.
